
ARTICLES OF INCORPORATIONPRIVATE 


OF


THE ARIZONA MOUNTAINEERING CLUB


(As Amended and Modified September 22, 1989)

KNOW ALL MEN BE THESE PRESENTS:

That we, the undersigned, each a citizen of the United States and a resident of the state of Arizona for more than one year, have this day associated ourselves together for the purpose of forming a non-profit fraternal, recreational, educational and benevolent corporation, and for that purpose do hereby adopt articles of incorporation as follows:


ARTICLE I

The name of the corporation shall be "The Arizona Mountaineering Club".


ARTICLE II

The principal place of business of this corporation shall be within the county of Maricopa, State of Arizona, but business of the corporation may be transacted at such other place or places as the board of directors may determine.


ARTICLE III

The objects and purposes of this corporation and the general nature of the business it proposes to transact are as follows:


A.
To organize and effect cooperatively financed climbs, hikes and other outings within and without the State of Arizona.


B.
To stimulate hiking, backpacking, camping, mountaineering, nature study and enjoyment, and other recreational and educational activities among its members and the citizens of Arizona.


C.
To promote safety in outdoor activities, particularly in hiking and climbing, among its members and the citizens of Arizona.


D.
To instruct interested persons in generally approved techniques of climbing, both in formal classes and informally on club outings.


E.
To aid constituted authority, when so requested, in search and rescue endeavors.


F.
To promote the common good and general welfare of the County and the inhabitants of the County by providing the aforesaid services.


G.
Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, this corporation shall have all the powers, privileges, and rights necessary or convenient for carrying out the purpose for which this corporation was formed and the directors hereby claim for this corporation all the benefits, privileges, rights and powers created, given, extended, or conferred by the provisions of all applicable laws of the State of Arizona pertaining to non-profit corporations and any additions or amendments thereto.


ARTICLE IV

The corporate existence of The Arizona Mountaineering Club expiring on October 1, 1989, the said Arizona Mountaineering Club's corporate existence is hereby renewed.  The duration of the corporation shall be perpetual.


ARTICLE V

1.  The affairs of this corporation shall be conducted by a board of no less than three nor more than fifteen directors, from which shall be elected a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer as provided in the By-Laws.


2.  The names and addresses of the officers and directors by whom the corporate affairs are to be conducted for the first four months and who shall serve until the election and qualification of their successors and who were elected to their respective offices at a meeting held on September 21, 1964, at 201 West Indian School Road, Phoenix, Arizona, are:

3.  An annual meeting of the members of the Corporation for the election of directors and for the transaction of other business, shall be held at 7:00 p.m. on the fourth Wednesday of January of each year, in Maricopa County, State of Arizona.


ARTICLE VI

The highest amount of indebtedness or liability direct or contingent to which this corporation may be subject at any time is to be five hundred dollars ($500.00), provided that such limitation shall not apply to indebtedness heretofore or hereafter authorized by three-fourths (3/4) of the votes cast with respect thereto in conformity with the provisions of the Articles of Incorporation and the By-Laws, at a lawfully held meeting of the directors thereof, and approved by the Corporation Commission.


ARTICLE VII

The private property of the members, directors and officers of this corporation shall be forever exempt from all corporate debts of any kind whatsoever.


ARTICLE VIII

The corporation does hereby appoint Ronald R. Shauinger, 1607 West Monroe, Phoenix, Arizona, who has been a bonafide resident of the State of Arizona for at least three (3) years, as its lawful agent in and for the State of Arizona for and on behalf of said corporation, to accept and acknowledge service for, and upon whom may be served, all necessary process or processes in any action, suit or proceeding that may be brought against the said corporation in any of the courts of said State of Arizona and the United States of America, such service of process or nature of acceptance thereof by said agent endorsed thereon, to have the same force and effect as if served upon the President or Secretary of the corporation.  The board of directors of this corporation may revoke this appointment or agent at any time and shall have power to fill any vacancy in such position.


ARTICLE IX

This corporation is one which does not contemplate pecuniary gain or profit to the directors or members thereof, and shall so conducts its business and affairs so that no profit or income from the corporation thereof shall inure to any member, director or officer of this corporation, and no distribution shall ever be made of any of the properties or assets of this corporation to any member, director or officer thereof.  All the assets of the corporation shall be held in trust for the purposes herein mentioned, including the payment of all of its liabilities.  Upon dissolution of the corporation, if such should occur, all of the corporation's assets remaining after the payment of all of its liabilities shall vest in and be transferred to the Boys Club of Phoenix and/or Scottsdale, without consideration of any kind or nature.


IN WITNESS WHEREOF, we have hereunto signed our names and executed the said Articles of Incorporation for the purposes above set out, this 2nd day of October, 1964.
